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Lynden Shotgun Club – FFA Permission Slip and Liability Waiver

 
The FFA shoot sponsored by the Lynden Shotgun Club Inc. is designed to offer young people an opportunity to participate in an organized shotgun shooting activity and to learn shotgun-shooting skills.  

Shoot Dates in Sept./Oct. 2007: Sept.30, Oct. 7, 14, and 21.
Last squad sign-up: 8pm sharp

Instructions for the participant – only those who do all of the following will be allowed to shoot.

1. Fill out the reverse side of this Permission Slip and have your parent or guardian sign it.

2. Participate in one of the safety presentations given on September 30th at 4, 5, 6 or 7pm.  

3. Use eye and ear protection on the range.  


4. Supply your own shotgun in good operating condition in 12, 16, 20, 28, or 410 gauges.

5. Supply ammunition of the correct gauge and type.  Loads must be no larger than 1⅛ ounce, and must be 7½, 8, 8½ or 9 shot, and no more than 3 dram equivalent.  We recommend 2¾ dram-equivalent ammunition in 7½ or 8 shot size.  You will need one box for each round (game) that you shoot.

6. Observe the range rules while participating in this shoot.

Other Helpful information

Ensure that you have all of the required equipment listed above and that it is in good working condition

Eye Protection:
Glasses are acceptable eye protection.  Safety glasses are available for $1.00/pair rental + $2.00 refundable deposit. 

Ear protection:
Ear plugs are available for 25¢ and are required outside the clubhouse.

Shotgun:
You may use a single shot, double barrel, pump action or automatic shotgun.  12 gauge is the most popular gauge for trap shooting, but 16, 20, and 28 gauge, and  410 are all acceptable.  There are fewer pellets in 16, 20, 28 and 410 gauge shells so the chance you will hit the clay target is smaller with these guns.

Ammunition:
is available at the range for $6.00/box for 12 gauge and 20guage.  28 gauge and 410 shells cost $7.00/box.  The range does not stock 16 gauge ammunition.

Practice shooting:
In 2003, the Lynden Shotgun Range (360) 354-2331 is open to the public for practice every Saturday 10am-2pm (except Aug 23) and every Tuesday 5pm-7pm until October (except Aug 26).  Club members are often available to provide instruction, or call Steve Hole (below) to make formal arrangements.

Ammunition is sold in a variety of types and sizes.  Not all ammunition that can be purchased for your shotgun is appropriate for this activity.  If you are not familiar with shotgun ammunition, here is what to look for.  This information is always listed on the outside of each box of ammunition.

Gauge:
Gauge that matches the gauge of your gun. Either 12 gauge, 16 gauge, 20 gauge, 28 gauge or 410.

Shot Size:
Buy only 7½, 8, 8½ or 9 shot.  Other sizes are not allowed on the range.  Note: 7½ or 8 shot is ideal for this activity.

Length:
2¾ inch only (no magnums).  (410 ammunition may be 3 inch.)

Velocity:
1150 to 1250 fps velocity is the normal acceptable range.

Adequate ammunition can be purchased at Wal-Mart, K-mart, and most sporting goods stores that sell hunting and fishing equipment.  Prices are variable, but it often costs about $4.00 a box.  Ammunition at the Lynden Shotgun Range is more expensive because it is premium ammunition suitable for reloading.

1. RANGE RULES

1) Always keep your firearm pointed in a safe direction.

2) Load your firearm at the firing station only, and unload it before moving to another station.

3) Keep the firearm unloaded and the action open when carrying it on club grounds.

4) In the event of a misfire, check that the barrel of your firearm is clear before reloading.

5) Unless you are preparing to shoot, unload your firearm and keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction at all times. 

6) 12 gauge or smaller (16, 20, 28, 410) gauge shotguns only are permitted on the range.

7) 1⅛ oz of lead is the maximum load permitted.

8) 7½ shot is maximum size shot permitted.  (Acceptable sizes are 7½, 8, 8½, or 9)

9) Do not discard misfired shells on the ground, and clean up empty boxes and other trash before you leave the field.

10) Do not shoot at targets called by other shooters.

11) Do not move from your post until all shooters in your squad have finished shooting their post.
